Seasonal Green Waste Pick-Up

Excess seasonal green waste can be
bundled and placed beside your green
waste container for pick-up up to two
times per year. Tie your prunings into
bundles no larger than 18 inches in
diameter and 4 feet long and they’ll
be hauled away at no additional
cost. Remember your green waste
container is for grass clippings, brush,
prunings, leaves, twigs, weeds and
branches smaller than 6 inches in
diameter. Green waste is composted
orrecycled and is part of reducing the
waste stream. If you consistently have
more green waste than can be stored
in your container, call Burrtec Waste
Industries at (909) 987-3717.
