We MAY share your eligibility information with education, health, and nutrition programs to help them evaluate, fund, or determine benefits for their programs, auditors for
program reviews, and law enforcement officials to help them look into violations of program rules. Foster, migrant, homeless, and runaway children, and children enrolled in a Head Start program are categorically eligible for free
meals.
