Follow the instructions in this User guide to ensure you get the performance you
expect from your washer and the best possible wash results. Keep this manual for

future reference.

SAFETY AND WARNINGS

A WARNING!

Electric Shock Hazard

If you are using an extension cord or a portable electrical outlet device

(eg multi-socket outlet box), ensure that it is positioned so that it does
‘ not come into contact with water or moisture.

Failure to do so may result in death or electrical shock.

IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

WARNING! When using your clothes washer, follow basic precautions,
including the following:

e This clothes washer is not intended for use by persons (including children)
with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience
and knowledge, unless they are supervised or given instructions on how to use
the washer by someone responsible for their safety.

e The washer should only be used for washing and rinsing of textiles where this
is indicated on the care label.

e The door will be locked from the start of the cycle until the cycle is complete
for safety reasons. It is possible to open the door during the cycle under certain
conditions (refer to page 14).

e Never force the door open.

e Keep children away from the washer while it is in operation.

e Supervise children to ensure they do not play with the washer or climb inside
the drum.

e Do not touch the glass part of the door during a cycle as the door can become hot.

e Do not open the detergent dispenser during the cycle as hot water may come out
of it.

e The only user-removable parts of the washer are the inlet hose(s), detergent
dispenser and the pump filter. No other parts are designed to be removed by
anyone other than a Fisher & Paykel trained and supported service technician.

e When disposing of the washer, it is recommended that the door is removed
to avoid children getting trapped inside, and that the electrical cable is cut off
close to the washer.

e Do not add petrol, dry-cleaning solvents, or other flammable or explosive
substances to the wash water. These substances give off vapours that could ignite
or explode.

e Do not wash articles that have been previously cleaned in, washed in, soaked in,
or spotted with gasoline, dry-cleaning solvents, or other flammable or explosive
substances as they give off vapours that could ignite or explode.

e A damaged power cord must be replaced by a Fisher & Paykel trained and
supported service technician or similarly qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.
Do not use the appliance until it has been repaired to avoid a risk of electric shock.

Unpacking
To ensure the best performance from your new washer follow the instructions below.

Removing the packaging

Remove the outer packaging (including the expanded polystyrene packer and plastic
wrapping). All packaging must be removed prior to use. Ensure these materials are
kept out of reach of children. Note: a small amount of water may be seen inside the
packaging and inside the washer. This is the result of factory testing and is normal.
Tilt the machine backwards and ‘walk’ it off the base one foot at a time. Not doing so
may cause damage to your floor and washer.

Remove all packaging and accessories from inside the drum.

Removing transit safety bolts
The clothes washer is fitted with transit safety bolts at the rear to avoid possible damage
to the interior during transportation.

IMPORTANT!
The transit bolts MUST be removed prior to operation of the machine.
Failure to remove these will result in damage to the machine.

Note: the transit bolts MUST be removed in order to use the power cord.

To remove the bolts

Use a spanner or socket to unscrew and remove all 4 transit bolts at the back of the
washer (A).

Pull the black rubber grommets to remove the bolt, grommet and white plastic spacers
from the machine (B). Retain these for future use.

Note: the exact height of your washer is dependent on how far the feet are extended
from the base of the machine. The space where you install your washer needs to be at
least 40mm wider and 20mm deeper than its dimensions.

Location

IMPORTANT!

Install the machine on a solid and level floor surface ensuring it has at least 20mm
clearance on each side. The washer must not be installed on any soft or textured floor
coverings (eg carpet, rugs).

Note: This machine must not be installed and operated on a plinth.

Levelling the washer

IMPORTANT

Level the washing machine to ensure good spin performance, and to minimise noise,
vibrations and wear and tear on the washer.

Before positioning the washer in its final position, check /\
that it is level, front to back and side to side.

Adjust the washer into its final position (we suggest a \
minimum clearance of 20mm each side).

Use a spirit level to check that the washer is correctly level.
If needed, pull the washer out. Loosen the lock nut using
the spanner provided and wind the feet up or down to
correctly level the machine.

Using the spanner provided, tighten the lock nuts against
the base of the washer to lock the feet in position.

Locking the feet

Connecting to the water supply

Inlet hoses

IMPORTANT!

Use new hose sets provided with the washer to connect the washer to the water mains.
Old hose sets should not be re-used.

We recommend the inlet hoses are changed every 5 years.

WARNING: Failure to do so may result in a flood and damage to property.

Connect the straight ends of the inlet hoses to the taps.
Connect the elbow ends to the corresponding machine
inlet valves. The hot valve is coloured orange to make
this easier.

Tighten the inlet hose ends by hand until the hose

seal just makes contact with the tap sealing face.
Continue to tighten a further half-turn.

Make sure there are no kinks in the hoses. Straight Elbow
Turn the taps on and check for leaks. Check for leaks (tap) (machine)
again after 24 hours.

IMPORTANT!

The hot water temperature should not exceed 65°C and the cold water temperature
not exceed 35°C. Temperatures above these may cause the washer to fault or
cause damage to the machine.



INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

If you have an uncontrolled water heating source (eg a wet back or solar heating system)
you should fit a Hot ‘N’ Safe Valve. This will ensure the hot water temperature remains
within safe limits.

Hot ‘N’ Safe Valves available are:
RMC TVA 50HF

RMC TVA 75HFS
Adjustable between 35°C-55°C

RMC TVA 50HP
For instantaneous gas hot water supply

Water supply requirements:
Inlet water pressure: Maximum TMPa (150psi), Minimum 30kPa (4.5psi)
Inlet water flow rate: Minimum 6 litres/minute

Cold supply only:

If you only have a cold water supply, the inlet valve cap (blanking cap) that came with
your washer must be connected to the hot inlet valve. The cap prevents water leaking
out of the hot valve. This appliance incorporates backflow protection complying with
IEC61770. No further backflow protection is required for connection to the water supply.

Note: Your washer has an internal heater to heat water. If you do not connect a hot
water inlet hose, your washer will automatically recognise there is no hot water supply
and its internal heater will heat the cold water to the selected cycle temperature.
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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Draining

Placing the drain hose in a standpipe or tub
To guide the drain hose over the tub or
standpipe, the hose guide must be fitted to
the drain hose. The height of the standpipe or
tub should be between 600-1000mm.
Secure the hose guide so it cannot be
dislodged from the standpipe or tub.

IMPORTANT!

If the drain hose is placed on the ground or
if the standpipe or tub is less than 600mm
high, the washing machine will continuously
drain while being filled (siphon).

Regularly check that your standpipe or tub
is free from lint or other obstructions, which
may affect how your machine works or may
cause flooding.

Attaching drain hose to spigot

Guide the drain hose through the hose guide.
Secure the hose guide to the back wall of
cupboard using a screw. The height of the
drain hose should be between 600-1000mm
from ground level.

Attach the drain hose to the spigot and
secure using a hose clamp to ensure the
blanking insert is cleared from the spigot.
Check for leaks.

The drain hose should be checked from time
to time and replaced if any damage (eg wear,
cuts, bulges, kinks, leaks, etc) is found.

Do not bend the drain hose sharply, as this
may cause it to split.

In multi-storey apartments or any upper floor,
the machine should be installed on a floor
equipped with a drain.

Electrical connection

This appliance must be connected to a 220V -240V, 50Hz, sinusoidal, minimum 10A
electrical supply.

Release the power cord (transit bolts must be removed).

Remove and discard the plastic pin cover and plug into a wall socket.

Connect the appliance to an earthed outlet protected by a fuse of suitable capacity.

Check the power cord for damage and make sure it is not squashed or twisted when
installing the washer.
Always remove the power cord from a socket by the plug, not by the cord.

IMPORTANT!

¢ |If you are using an extension cord or a portable electrical outlet device
(eg multi-socket outlet box), ensure that it is positioned so that it does not
come into contact with water or moisture. FAILURE TO DO SO MAY RESULT IN
DEATH OR ELECTRICAL SHOCK.

e Do not touch or operate the machine with wet hands or with bare feet.

e A damaged power cord must be replaced by a Fisher & Paykel trained and supported
service technician or similarly qualified person in order to avoid a hazard. Do not use
the appliance until it has been repaired to avoid a risk of electric shock.

e Do not operate this machine if it has been damaged during transport.

Completing the installation

Installation test cycle

IMPORTANT!

Do this before you wash any items in your washer. This is to check that your washer
is installed correctly and that it is functioning properly prior to use. We recommend
to do an initial wash with a half dose of detergent.

Turn your washer on by pressing the ‘POWER’ button.
Select the ‘Quick’ or ‘Super Quick’ cycle. Ensure the drum is empty and the door closed.
Touch the Pl button. The machine will start to fill.
- Observe the machine for any problems (eg leaking from the hoses, excess noise
or vibrations).
- The washer will beep and display any faults on the screen if there are any problems.
Refer to the ‘Before you call for Service’ section at the back of this book.
Continue to observe until you see water in the bottom of the drum.
Touch Pl to pause the cycle, then press ‘POWER’ to turn the machine off.
Press ‘POWER’ again, select the ‘Spin’ cycle and touch PII.
- Check that the drain hose is firmly secured to the standpipe or tub or spigot.
- Observe that the machine pumps out the water and spins.

IMPORTANT!

If there are any problems, you must address these before proceeding with normal use.
The washer will automatically turn off at the end of the cycle if there are no problems.



BEFORE YOUR FIRST WASH

Before you start, mark (v ) accordingly if you have gone through the
checklist below: v

(@ Have the packaging and transit bolts been removed?

(@ Is the drain hose threaded through the hose guide ‘U bend’
(with no more than 20mm extended) and hooked into your
standpipe or tub, or attached to a spigot?

Is the hot water hose connected to the hot valve (colour-coded orange)?

Is the cold water hose connected to the cold valve (colour-coded grey)?

Have the taps been turned on?

Is the washer correctly levelled, feet locked and cabinet corners clear
of the floor and walls?

You must ensure all 4 transit bolts have been removed from your washer before

you start using it. If the transit bolts are not removed, they will damage your washer
and YOUR MANUFACTURER’S WARRANTY WILL BE COMPROMISED.

SAFETY FEATURES
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Door lock

The door of your washer will lock once you touch »Il and will stay locked until the
washer beeps at the end of the cycle, ensuring safety for you and your family while
your machine is operating.

Unlocking the door during the cycle
You can open the door to add or remove items during the wash simply by touching
the »II button.

IMPORTANT!

The door will remain locked if the temperature inside the washer is above 60°C
and/or the water level is above the bottom of the door seal (a warning will be
displayed in these circumstances).

To open the door
Touch Pl to pause the washer.
- The door will automatically unlock if the conditions inside the washer are safe.
- The Pl button and time to go will flash on the screen while the washer is paused.
Open the door to remove or add garments.
Close the door and touch Pl to resume the cycle.

Opening the door during a power failure Manual door release tab

If there is a power failure during a wash cycle your
washer will stop and the door will remain locked.

You can unlock the washer door to remove your Km@
clothes by opening the pump filter cover at the

bottom right of your washer. Simply place a coin

or key in the slot and tilt it upwards to lever the

cover open. Use a tool (ie key or screw driver)

to pull the door release tab down.

WARNING!
Do not attempt to do this if the water level
in the washer is above the bottom of the door.

When power is restored, your washer will resume

the interrupted wash cycle. If the cycle doesn’t ‘
resume automatically, simply press ‘POWER’ to
restart your washer. Manual door opening mechanism

Your washer also has the following protective measures:

Flood protection —turns off valves and turns pump on if a flood condition is detected.
Out-of-balance protection —stops and redistributes the load if an unbalanced load
condition is sensed, and/or slows the spin speed to compensate.

Excess suds protection —pauses to allow suds to break down before continuing the cycle.

CONTROL PANEL
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Time to Go

‘Time to go’ shows approximately the time remaining of the cycle you are currently
running. This allows the user to get a glance of when washing will be done.

The overall cycle time can vary depending on several factors, such as water flow rate,
water pressure, whether hot water is used from the tap or water is heated by the
internal heater, load size, cycle and option selections. Other issues can also increase the
cycle time, eg out of balance, oversudsing.

Add a Garment

The ‘Add a Garment’ option enables you to add or remove items during the wash stage
of the cycle, under certain conditions.

Once the ‘Add a Garment’ button is touched, the »IlI button will flash and a notification
will be shown on the display screen. Wait until you hear the door unlock.

Open the door and add or remove items. Close the door and touch Pl to restart

the cycle.

The ‘Add a Garment’ button will only operate during the wash part of the cycle and
when the temperature selected is lower than 60°C. ‘Add a Garment’ can still be used

if the water level is above the bottom of the door, as your washer will drain the water
to a lower level so the door can be opened.

Keylock

This option enables you to deactivate the buttons on the display panel, except for
the ‘POWER’ and ‘Keylock’ buttons. This prevents accidental button presses.

To turn Keylock mode ON or OFF when the washer is powered on:
Touch and hold @ button for 3 seconds. You will hear a beeping sound and 0 button
illuminates to indicate ‘Keylock’ is active.

If Keylock mode is activated and the machine is powered off:

To turn your washer on, press ‘POWER’ button, then touch and hold the 0@ button
for 3 seconds to deactivate ‘Keylock’. Select your wash cycle, options and then Pl to
start the cycle.

To turn the washer off at anytime when ‘Keylock’ is activated simply press the
‘POWER’ button.



DETERGENT AND SOFTENER DISPENSER

The washer has two main wash compartments for liquid and powdered detergents,
a fabric softener compartment, and a pre wash compartment for liquid or

powdered detergent.

Detergent compartments

MAIN WASH Liquid (A)

For liquid detergent that mixes with water flushed
into the compartment as the machine is filled.

MAIN WASH Powder (B)
For powdered detergent that mixes with water

flushed into the compartment as the machine is filled.

PRE WASH Liquid/Powder (C)

Dispenses liquid/powdered detergent used for
‘Pre Wash’ option. The detergent is flushed out
of the compartment at the start of the cycle.

FABRIC SOFTENER (D)

For fabric softener flushed automatically during the
rinse part of the cycle.

IMPORTANT!

Make sure that the dispenser drawer is completely
closed before starting the cycle. Do not open it
again until the cycle is complete and the machine
has stopped spinning.

- Separate white/light colours from dark colours.
- Wash new, highly coloured and dark coloured items separately to prevent
dye transfer.
- Refer to ‘Sorting your load’ (refer to page 21).
Load your clothes individually into the drum. Close the door.

- Refer to ‘Door lock’ (page 14) for correct locking and unlocking of the door.
Press ‘POWER’ to activate your washer.
Select your wash cycle by turning the SmartTouch™ Control Dial.

- Refer to ‘Wash cycles’ (page 19) for more details on options that suit your
laundering needs.

If you wish to adjust the default settings of the wash cycle, refer to ‘Customising
wash cycle’ (page 24).
Once the wash cycle is selected, the screen displays ‘Time to go’, indicating that
wash is ready to start.

- If you prefer to start the wash cycle at a later time, set a delay for the start
time of your washer. Refer to ‘Delay start’ (page 24) for more information.

Fill the liquid/powdered detergent and fabric softener in their respective
compartments. Refer to ‘Adding detergent’ and IMPORTANT! (page 22) for more
information on the amount of detergent/softener to use.

Once ready, touch Pl to start the cycle.

- If you make an invalid selection, the washer will beep to alert you.

- When the cycle finishes, your washer will perform end of cycle beeps and then
turn off automatically.

- To stop your washer at any point during a cycle, simply touch »Il to pause the
cycle. There may be a slight delay while the drum comes to a stop, then the
door will unlock. Under certain conditions however the door will remain locked
for safety reasons (refer to ‘Safety features’ page 14 ).

- To cancel or change the wash cycle once a cycle has started, simply touch the
>l button then select the new cycle. Touch Pl to restart the washer.

IMPORTANT!

For the best fabric and colour care, remove your clothes as soon as the cycle
is complete.

Failure to follow the instructions in this guide can result in damage to your
garments and wash performance may not be met.

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WASH PREPARATION

Sorting your load

Sort items according to colour, fabric type, and soil type. Wash fine, delicate fabrics
separately from thick, heavy fabrics. Always separate coloured items from whites,
especially when they are new. Colour run could be an issue if you wash items at
higher temperatures. Some soils, like mud and blood are best washed in cold water.
Oily soils (eg some foods and marks on shirt collars) are best washed in warm water.
The following are recommendations for what cycles and settings (including rpm
spin speeds) you may wish to wash different items on, and suggestions for special

wash requirements.

Before you load

Check pockets for items that could damage your clothes or get caught in the washer.
Close zippers, hooks and eyes, and other fastenings (ie fasten the opening of
duvet/doona covers) and remove loose bra wires. All these can damage both your

washer and your clothes.

Place delicate items, such as lingerie, in a mesh laundry bag before placing in

the machine.

Pre-treat any stains, taking care not to spray pre-treaters on your washer as they
can cause damage to the plastic surfaces.
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Loading

Your washer will be more efficient when washing larger loads, so try to collect enough
items to loosely fill the drum when the items are dry. Refer to ‘Wash cycles’ for the
recommended maximum load size of wash cycles.

IMPORTANT!

Do not overload your washing machine beyond its rated capacity.

Do NOT under any circumstances wash an electric blanket in your washer unless
the care label specifically states it is safe to do so.

Do not wash curtains in this washer, as sunlight makes them brittle and they may
disintegrate during washing.

Adding detergent

Use ‘Low Sudsing’ or ‘Front Loader’ detergent, either liquid, powder or pods.

If using liquid detergent, place it in the compartment labelled ‘MAIN WASH Liquid’
of the dispenser drawer.

If you wish to use powdered detergent, place it in the compartment labelled

‘MAIN WASH Powder’.

If you are using detergent pods place them at the back of the drum before you
load your clothing.

If you wish to use the ‘Pre Wash’ option, place liquid or powder in the compartment
labelled ‘PRE WASH Liquid/Powder’.

How much detergent?

The correct detergent dosage varies depending on the amount of soil in your load,
the size of the load and the water quality, so getting the correct dose takes some trial
and error. Use the instructions stated on the detergent package as a guide, then alter
the dosage according to the results.

If you overdose, you will get oversudsing issues, but if you underdose you will get poor
performance and over time your washer will start to smell as residue builds up inside it.

Adding fabric softener

If you wish to use fabric softener, place it in the compartment labelled ‘FABRIC
SOFTENER’. The washer will automatically flush the fabric softener during the rinse
part of the cycle.

Use it sparingly. Measure it carefully and do not use more than 25ml (1/2 cap).
Some thicker varieties may need diluting.
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IMPORTANT!

Fabric softener should not be used if you have selected, ‘Quick’ or ‘Super Quick’ cycles.

Do not overfill the compartment to avoid premature dispensing of fabric softener
into the bowl which can cause build up of scrud.

Fabric softener advice

Clean your dispenser regularly.

Clean your machine regularly using the ‘Drum Clean’ cycle.

Complete wash cycles at a wash temperature of 40°C or above at regular intervals
(eg every fifth wash) as washing in cold water increases the chance of scrud occurring
(see below).

Scrud

The waxy build-up that can occur within any washer when fabric softener comes in
contact with detergent. This build-up is not brought about by a fault in the machine.
If scrud is allowed to build up in the machine, it can result in stains on clothes and an
unpleasant smell in your washer.

If you wash a particularly dirty load, we recommend putting the washer through a
‘Rinse’ cycle once the cycle has finished and the load has been removed, to clean
out any remnants from that cycle.
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Delay start

The ‘Delay Start’ option enables you to delay the start of the wash cycle from between
5 minutes and 12 hours. Times you can select are 5 min, 15 min, 30 min, 1 hour, then
hourly up to 12 hours. This can be useful to time your washing to finish when you arrive
home from work, or to start once you have finished in the shower. Some stain removers
also require you to spray them on then leave for several minutes, before washing.

Your washer will wait for the selected time then start the cycle without any other
inputs from you.

To programme a ‘Delay Start’ time:
Touch the ‘More’ + button to increase the delay time. The delay time will increase
from 5 minutes up to 12 hours.
- If you hold the ‘More’ 4 button down, the time displayed on the screen
will increase after every half second (more convenient than touching the
button repetitively).
Touch the ‘Less’ = button to decrease the time or turn ‘Delay Start’ off.

Once started, the time will count down on the display screen in 1 minute increments.
The ‘Delay Start’ light will flash and the Pl light will stop flashing and be on constantly.

To cancel ‘Delay Start’ time:

If you want to remove ‘Delay Start’ after the countdown has begun,
Touch Pl to pause the countdown.

Touch ‘Less’ = button to reduce the time to zero.

Touch Pl again to start the cycle immediately.

When you have finished using your washer

Unplug the machine from the power socket.

Wipe around the door and in the rubber gasket to remove any remaining water
and foreign matter.

Turn off the taps to prevent the chance of flooding should a hose burst.

Cleaning your washer

Before you start cleaning your washer, ensure that it is disconnected from the power
(ie unplug the machine from the power socket).

Cleaning the control panel and outer surfaces of the washer
Use a soft damp cloth to wipe all surfaces, then wipe dry. Avoid using chemical or
scouring cleaners, as these will damage the paint and plastic surfaces of your washer.

Cleaning the dispenser drawer

It is recommended that you clean the dispenser drawer regularly, especially if you use

fabric softener.

To remove the drawer from the machine, pull it open, push down on the tab (A)

behind the rear compartments and pull it out from the machine.

To disassemble the drawer, first remove the compartment inserts for ‘MAIN WASH
Liquid’ and ‘FABRIC SOFTENER’ (B).

Turn the drawer upside down. Locate the tab labelled ‘REMOVE’ (€). Press down on it
and towards the drawer front while pulling the front of the drawer away from the tab.
These three parts can now be hand-washed in hot tap water and dried with a soft cloth.
Reassemble and place back in the machine.

Note: The drawers are not dishwasher safe. Ensure the dispenser drawers are
reassembled correctly to the machine. Any mis-assembly or damage to the parts
could result in malfunction of the product.
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Cleaning the inside of your washer

It is important that you regularly clean the inside of your washer °
using the ‘Drum Clean’ cycle. After 100 cycles the 553 icon will (3]
flash every time you turn your washer on to remind you to do

this. If your washer starts to smell this is a sign that you should

complete a ‘Drum Clean’ cycle. We recommend that you do not ‘Drum Clean’ cycle
have any items in the washer when you run this cycle.

To clean the inside of your washer:

We recommend using a drum cleaning product specifically designed for front loading
washing machines. (Follow the manufacturer’s instructions.)

Press ‘POWER’ to turn your washer on and select the ‘Drum Clean’ cycle.

Touch Pl to start the cycle.

Cleaning the drum and the door

Use a soft damp cloth to wipe the door, cleaning any water marks or residue off it.
Wipe the rubber seal around the door. Remove any items or lint accumulating

in the bottom of the seal catchment and wipe out any water accumulated here.

If this is not cleaned out, unpleasant odours will develop.

If the drum has any residual dirt or lint stuck to it, remove this and wipe the drum clean.
Do not leave any metal objects in the drum as these may rust and cause staining.

Cleaning the hoses

Each inlet hose has a filter in it, preventing any solid contaminants in the water
from entering your washing machine. Occasionally you should disconnect the
water inlet hoses where they connect to the taps, check these for any build up
of dirt and wash the filters out.

Nappy sanitisers/bleach

Nappy sanitisers and bleach are very corrosive to metal surfaces. DO NOT tip the
contents of a nappy bucket into your machine. Rinse and wring items out thoroughly
before placing them in the machine.

IMPORTANT!

Leave the door of your washer open when it is not in use to allow the washer

to dry out, otherwise it will develop unpleasant odours. Ensure that children

and pets are kept away from the washer when the door is left open so they cannot
be accidentally trapped inside.

Do not attempt to remove any part of the machine aside from the detergent
dispenser, water hoses, and the pump filter. No other parts are designed to be
removed from the machine for cleaning.



CARING FOR YOUR WASHER

Cleaning the pump filter

The pump has a filter to trap foreign objects that enter the washer along with clothing.
The pump filter can be accessed from the front of the washer. This should be cleaned
out approximately once a month.

To clean the filter: -

of the coin into the slot and tilt upwards whilst
levering the cover open.

e |f unpleasant odours are noticeable from your washer, it is possible that not enough
detergent is being used for the soil level of your loads.

Your washer is capable of diagnosing a number of its own problems. In most cases,
your washer will sound a continuous series of beeps and display a code when it has

To stop the beeps, press any
button on the control panel. Do not try to continue washing once you stop the noise.
You must address the problem the washer is alerting you to.
